CAIRO FIREMEN MARK ANNIVERSARY OF TERROR ATTACKS

As a bright morning sun rose among fleecy clouds, a gathering of area residents including volunteer firemen and

Pugsley recalled encountering similar feelings when Prattsville volunteers attended the Greene County Volunteer 
CƛǊŜƳŜƴΩǎ /ƻƴǾŜƴǘƛƻƴ ǇŀǊŀŘŜ ƛƴ /ŀƛǊƻ in September.  Prattsville was the hardest-hit town in Greene County by Tropical 
Storm Irene just two weeks ago.  Still, they managed to bring a contingent to attend the convention with an enthusiastic 
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crew and spotless equipment.  Pugsley said the courage and resiliency displayed by Prattsville is the spirit of firemen all

As firefighters faced the massive destruction at the World Trade Center 10 years ago, cell phones kept them in contact 
with the outside world.

The guest speaker for the event was retired New York City fireman Ron Cammarata, now of Cornwallville, who was one 

of the many firefighters who responded that day. He continued to serve at

     There are precious few people who give much thought to what happens after the fire alarm sounds at 3 in the 
morning.   Most folks, if they even hear the siren, turn back over in their beds, finding out later in the day what the 
entire ruckus was about while the volunteer firefighters go about the business of preserving property and possibly 
saving lives, with diligence and humility. 
     Windham Hose Company #1 members celebrated 100 years of service to the community by offering simple coffee
