Greene County Jr. Golf
Basic Tournament Rules
· Any swing with an attempt to hit the ball counts as a stroke (10 stroke maximum, after the 8th stroke, put the ball on the green and putt the last two strokes).

· Do not tee off until the group in the fairway is out of your driving range.

· All spectators and Jr. Golfers must be behind the tee box when golfers are teeing off.

· Lost balls and out of bounds – one stroke penalty.

· One ball is to be played at a time.

· The participant with the ball farthest from the hole plays first.

· Replace divots and fix ball markers on the green.

· Adult volunteer keeps score.

· Respect all staff, other golfers and obey the club rules.

· Participants must carry their own clubs or bring a pull cart for their golf bag.
· No tank tops or cut off jeans are allowed.  Please wear appropriate dress on the golf course.  (No tee shirts with symbols or inappropriate words).
· No metal spikes.
· PARENTS WILL NOT BE PERMITTED TO COACH, CARRY BAGS OR SCORE FOR THEIR OWN CHILD/CHILDREN DURING THE TOURNAMENTS.
· All Jr. Golfers will be rated by their Pro-Instructor at their clinic to be placed in the proper class for tournaments.  IF YOU DO NOT ATTEND THE CLINICS, THE YOUTH BUREAU STAFF WILL PLACE YOU.
· If a participant needs to borrow golf clubs for the tournament, arrangements have to be made prior to the tournaments by calling the Youth Bureau at 719-3235.
· Participants must be sure their first and last name are on the score card as well as signing it before handing it in at the end of the tournament.
· Any staff member has the authority to disqualify a participant for misbehaving (bad language on the golf course, acting inappropriately, throwing clubs, etc.).
· The Pro at the Golf Course where the tournament is being held has the final decision on all disputes regarding the rules of the game.
