WHEREAS, the New York State Association of Counties has
endorsed this County Discount Prescription Drug Card Program
administered by ProAct, Inc.; and

afford necéssary medicines; and

WHEREAS, this is a voluntary program and is FREE to County
residents and there is no charge of any sort to Greene County; this Discount
Card Program is not insurance, but offers residents a cash discount for
individuals and families who pay high out-of-pocket prices for medicine
because they do not have prescription drug coverage or if a prescription is
not covered by their current insurance program; and

WHEREAS, the discount prescription drug card can be used at any
participatiig pharmacy in the area and nationwide; and this program covers
all prescription medications, brand name or generic; and prescriptions for
pets are also covered; and

WHEREAS, an agreement is necessary to make discount prescription
drug cards available to all Greene County residents;
